Noblesville, IN- The Hamilton County Professional Fire Fighters Association Local 4416 will host a program for elected and appointed officials as well as members of the media known as FIRE OPS 101.  This daylong program includes hands-on fire fighting and rescue operations under controlled supervision of Hamilton County’s professional fire fighters and paramedics.  Participants will learn exactly how challenging it is to keep our communities safe.

This workshop will demonstrate many aspects of fire and emergency medical service operations, from suiting up in the proper protective gear to putting out fires.  Each of the four scenarios will give participants the opportunity to do what fire fighters and paramedics face on a day-to-day basis.  Each participant will learn how to use self contained breathing apparatus, essential to breathing in heavy smoke.  Participants will also learn to battle a live fire and be given instruction on how to respond to anticipated events of fire behavior such as flashover.
